1a. List where and when your two interviews took place.
Hutchinson Community College, Hutchinson, KS, April 4, 2019

1b_1. Clearly describe (in 2 – 3 sentences) what you did during the interviews in order to put the learners at ease.
The interviews were conducted by Tracy Chadwick. He already had a rapport with the students since they were well acquainted. He interviewed them in another classroom rather than doing it in his Computer Aided Drafting (CAD) lab where the other students were. Tracy explained to the students that the interview was to complete a project for his master’s degree and that the students would really be helping Tracy out.

1b_2. Clearly describe (in 2 – 3 sentences) what you did during the interviews in order to identify some of the general characteristics of the learners (see the top half of slide 5 of the Learner and Context Analysis PowerPoint presentation 
In the interview, no questions were asked about a student’s age, gender, or grade levels since Tracy was their advisor, and I already knew those things. The degree of homogeneity was evaluated, and the target audience was found to be very homogenous. Out of nine students, eight are male, one is female. Most of the students are traditional and average about 20 years old. Tracy purposely included a non-traditional student to see if answers varied.
1b_3. Did you clearly describe (in 2 – 3 sentences) what you did during the interviews in order to identify the learners’ characteristics directly related to your task analysis?
The bulk of the questions addressed student’s general ability level, attitudes/motivation, post-graduation plans, and attitudes towards potential media & Instructional methods, toward training organization. To determine the student’s general ability level, Tracy addressed the students with questions about their general computer use and Revit experience. Another area the interview questions addressed was the student’s attitudes and motivation towards the content. Students were asked if they thought learning to create a virtual tour was relevant to obtaining and keeping a job and if they thought they would enjoy learning the skill. Students were asked what their post-graduation plans were to gauge their motivation for applying the skills in the real world. Additional questions included attitudes towards potential media & Instructional methods, toward training organization. These addressed Tracy’s teaching style, attitudes towards the HCC Computer Drafting program.
2a. 
Throughout the interview Kurt mention that he currently has a job at an architect firm in Hutchinson and that he plans to go full time there. Kurt said that this program at Hutchinson Community College helped him prepare for this job and make the connections. Aaron was a little different as he has visited architect firms and was impressed by ones in Wichita but has not decided what to do for sure. Aaron also said that he has gained a lot of knowledge through classes that will help him obtain a job.
During the interview we needed to gage their prior knowledge of the content that the lesson would be covering and also, the knowledge of equipment that they will be using. Both interviewees felt confident using computers because of their prior knowledge and experience that they had working with computers. They had also had experience using Autodesk Revit and were excited to learn a new tool that the program that they are so familiar with had. Both interviewees have completed projects in Autodesk Revit as well as had experience in rendering 3D images. Although Kurt’s experience of producing projects outside of the classroom were more than Aarons.
When asked during the interview if they feel that a 3D walkthrough would be helpful when thinking out the offices that they currently work in or have visited they both said that it would be. Both of them said that the offices don’t currently use them but they definitely see where a use for it would be and are excited to learn how to do it. They feel that if they know how to produce an effective 3D walkthrough, using Autodesk Revit, that it may give them an advantage at obtaining and keeping a job after graduation. Neither one of the students felt that it would be hard to learn from the history of other classes and tasks that they have completed with Tracy as their teacher. They were both very open to learning this new method and were excited.
Final part of the interview was how the students enjoy learning the new tasks. They were asked if they enjoy how the class is currently structured or if something else would be better for them. They both agreed that they enjoy how the class is currently set up and it helps them learn. Kurt said that he enjoyed how their is a lecture part, a demonstration part, and then an activity. He felt like it reached students and helped him learn the content better.
